Aesha is best known for her role as a beloved ‘Chief 
Stew’ on the global reality juggernaut ‘Below Deck’ 
franchise. In March 2025, it was announced that Aesha 
and her fiancé Scott would be competitors in the latest 
series of The Amazing Race Australia – Celebrity 
Edition. She also starred in Channel 10’s 2023 series 
of ‘I’m a Celebrity Get Me Out of Here’, making it to the 
finale and coming in third place. 
 
Scott was a fan-favourite on seasons four and five 
of ‘Below Deck Mediterranean’ and returned in 2024 for 
season nine, much to the delight of fans globally. Aesha 
also starred in season one of ‘Below Deck Down

also meant she is highly sought-after talent for brands, and has recently worked with global 
names such as Kathmandu, Turo, and Smirnoff.

Following high school, Scott went on to obtain a double science degree at Victoria University 
in Wellington, NZ. After working in a kiwifruit lab following graduation, Scott decided she 
needed more adventure in her life and along with her sister went to Antibes, France, to look 
for work on a yacht. Her first job was as a deckhand on a small boat where she worked 
tirelessly for an unappreciative captain. She quit her job and returned home only to venture 
out again the following year, this time as a stewardess on a much larger boat where she 
finally got hooked on yachting life. She worked on yachts for five years and was then 
approached about joining the ‘Below Deck’ family. 
 
Scott’s hobbies include paragliding, yoga, travel, walking and she loves to lead a healthy, 
balanced lifestyle. While she frequently travels the world by land and sea, Aesha has recently 
put her roots back down in her hometown of Tauranga, NZ. Aesha regularly moves between 
Australia and New Zealand for business projects, brand collaborations, events and media 
engagements. She is also a proud ambassador for Peace of Mind Foundation, a nationwide 
not-for-profit providing support to brain cancer patients and their families across Australia.
